Assignments and Assessments: 

· Homework (10 points each): At the start of every chapter, you will get a packet to keep track of all your work.  Homework will be assigned and reviewed three times per week (including a possibility of a homework quiz).  The assignment must be complete, neat, and SHOW ALL WORK.  For full credit, homework packets must be turned in on the day of Test A.  Late packets will not be accepted after Test B.
· Warm-ups (4 points each): These are a great way to check your understanding; be ready to share your solutions at any time.

· Tests: Study hard for Test A, and we will use your results to fix mistakes, perfect your skills, and improve your understanding.  A Test B will then be given to show how much you have improved.  Because of the Test B, no make-ups for Test A will be offered. In the case of an excused absence only, a Test C will be offered after school.
· Classwork (6 points per day): Participating in classwork is an essential component of this class, and includes: actively engaging in classroom discussion, sharing your solutions with the class, sharing group responsibilities, and being present and on time every day.

Grading:

· The grades will be weighted, 80% tests and quizzes, 20% assignments.  I will post grades after each chapter test, and will also give a personal grade printout for your families.
· Grade ranges: 90-100%(A, 80-89%(B, 70-79%(C and 60-69%(D.  Please note that below a 67% is failing.
